Abstract: Farming in France today has inherited the principles and policies that were
designed to exploit and modernise the family-based organisation of agricultural
production. The changes affecting it have aimed to professionalise both its social and
technical frameworks, without abandoning the familial characteristic of this activity.
Growth in size of production structures, specialization of farms and the intensification
of land use have been accompanied by efforts to encourage an "enterprise approach".
Nevertheless, the family nature of farming has not disappeared.

It is in terms of this dichotomy between the changes and permanency affecting the
family nature of French farming that we shall discuss in terms of its history, the forms

it takes at present, its challenges and its advantages.
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13:50-14:30 Family-run farming in Germany : Structural Change and Policies

to Support Small Farms
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Carsten Holst (Goettingen University)

Abstract: Structural change in the German agricultural sector is still ongoing. The total
number of farms declines every year by roughly 3 percent. Especially small farms close
down while only the number of large farms with more than 100 hectar increases.
Nevertheless, most farms in the Western part of Germany are run by a family with only
few employees at the most. But in the Eastern part agricultural co-operatives and stock
companies with some thousands hectar of agricultural area dominate the farm structure
due to the agricultural system of the former German Democratic Republic. In the same
way animal production tends to be increasingly concentrated in larger units which is
often criticized in the society as so-called industrialized farming.

In the public debate can be observed that many consumers would prefer a form of
agriculture which is based on family-run farming and higher animal welfare standards.
Several elements of the German agricultural policy such as subsidies for the agricultural
health insurance and pension systems or the simplified taxation rules for small farms
seem to support family-run farming. But these measures even implemented decades ago

could not stop the structural change to large-scale farming in Germany.
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14:30-14:50 The Spread of Family-run farming in Japanese Content and
its Survival Condition

Abstract: Japan has many types of family-run farming. This is because a large amount
of production factors and services - land, labor, and capital - for family-run farming are
procured from outside of household. From the standpoint of economic kinds, the types of
agriculture holdings (which we shall call “types of enterprise”) carried out in Japan have
a low proportion of traditional family farming, and are evolving in two directions
among professional farming.
In one direction is farming independent of households, and then is corporatization.
And in the other direction from the perspective of who owns and manages the production
factors is group farming operated by a number of farmers. We can also know diversified
farming into a related business, processing, selling and so on. There is the aspect that a
policy of the government affects it, but rather I consider them to be the choice behavior
by the family-run farming corresponding to the aggravation of the management
environment.
However, this is not meant that the survival rate of farms is improving. We will

discuss this point later regarding market condition.

Abstract: The very nature of family farming makes it a complex scientific object being at
the same time a social form and an economic agent. This challenges disciplinary visions
that may reduce its social dimension or over emphasize its economic functions.

We suggest exploring the well known Sustainable Rural Livelihood framework as a
comprehensive and open concept to approach the evolution of family farming, because it
integrates naturel, social and human assets beside physical and financial ones. To do so
we illustrate the implementation through presenting several complementary entry
points such as: self-provision of food and non-market dimensions, family members’
mobility, and diversification patterns as ways and means to adapt to the changing
context.

We will also discuss the challenges and perspectives posed to family farming by
other form of production and bring some elements on “blind” issues: the social drawbacks
and political dimensions linked to agriculture related to territorial and national broader
concerns.
